The Florida Board of Architecture and Interior Design agreed to enter a final order imposing a $10,000.00 fine plus costs against Michael Philpot of Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  Mr. Philpot is not licensed and entered into a contract for a residence which offered “architectural drafting” and signed and sealed the drawings.  Further, Mr. Philpot was offering architectural services through a business entity without a certificate of authorization.

Joseph Dominick Pozzuoli

The Florida Board of Architecture and Interior Design agreed to enter a final order approving a settlement stipulation imposing a $2,000.00 fine plus costs against Joseph Pozzuoli of Flagler Beach, Florida.
