Further, Mr. Behar is offering these services through a corporation without a certificate of authorization.

The Florida Board of Architecture and Interior Design agreed to enter a final order approving a settlement stipulation imposing a fine of $1,500.00 plus costs against Harold F. Bergsten.  Mr. Bergsten, a licensed Engineer, is not licensed to practice architecture and signed and sealed plans for a commercial project without the involvement of an architect. The architectural drawings were prepared by an unlicensed draftsman that had the contract with the owner.

The Florida Board of Architecture and Interior Design agreed to enter a final order   imposing a fine of $15,000.00 plus costs against Evan J. Cadwell.  Mr. Cadwell  is not licensed to practice architecture and uses the title architectural designer in his title block on a set of drawings. Further, Mr. Cadwell admits in his response to the investigation that he performs design services for nonresidential properties.
Jamie P. Colmenares

The Florida Board of Architecture and Interior Design agreed to enter a final order   imposing a fine of $500.00 plus costs and 16 hours of continuing education within 120 days against Jamie P.
