If Mr. Coon fails to return the affidavit, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.

Allison of Tallahassee, FL, are not licensed to practice architecture in Florida and entered into a  contract to provide architectural services for a commercial project. Further, Mr. Allison is offering these services through a corporation without a certificate of  authorization.  An Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.

Further, Ms. Roberts is offering these services through a corporation without a corporation of authorization. An Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed and a Notice and Order to Cease and Desist will be issued.  

Vernon J. Thompson

Probable cause was found that Vernon J. Thompson of Apopka, FL, is not licensed to practice architecture in Florida and held himself out as an architect at a meeting of the City Commission.  An Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.

Licensed Cases

Probable cause was found that James W. Jones of Tallahassee, Florida, a Florida licensed architect, signed and sealed plans for a commercial that were prepared by an unlicensed draftsman. Further, Mr. Jones has been unable to provide the proper documentation for signing and sealing drawings prepared outside of his office. An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline will be filed. 

Jamie Ledo
Case No. 2008-038499

Probable cause was found that Jamie Ledo of Tallahassee, FL, is a Florida licensed architect, affirmed at renewal that he had completed the required hours. Mr. Ledo was chosen for the audit and has provided only 2 hours of continuing education during the audit period. An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline will be filed.
